The Holy Rosary

Part 3 . . .
The Structure of the Rosary
The rosary is made up of 200 Hail Mary’s subdivided in decades and grouped in 4 cycles of 5 mysteries each.  Every Holy Rosary is made up of 5 decades.  The Rosary was born as an instrument for the counting of prayers on the model of similar instruments already in use by other religions, especially by the Buddhists (108 beads) and Muslims (99 beads, as many as the names attributed to God in the Koran).  Leo X for instance in 1516 approved of a Rosary in honour of our Lord which was made up of 33 small beads (the years of Christ according to popular tradition) for the recitation of as many ‘Our Fathers’ (Pater) with the addition of five bigger beads (the wounds of Christ) for the recitation of 5 Hail Mary’s.

In the past the Rosary of 150 Ave Maria’s used to recall the 150 psalms which form part of the Liturgy of the Hours and which in the past (and even sometimes in the present), used to be substituted by the illiterate with the daily recitation of 150 Our Fathers (Pater).  As Marian pity began to grow, the recitation of 150 Ave’s was proposed to the people at a time when this biblical prayer did not have its second part as yet, which was added later towards the end of the XV century.
Importance of the Rosary
“Our heart – John Paul II had affirmed in his first year of pontificate – can contain in these decades of the Rosary all facts which make up the life of the individual, of the family, of the nation, of the Church and of humanity”.  It is precisely on the “anthropological implication” of the rosary that the Pope dwells by defining it as the “secret to open oneself up more easily to a deep and interactive knowledge of Christ through Mary”, but also a way to ask for help from Christ for “the many problems, worries difficulties and projects which mark our lives”.  The Rosary is also an answer to that “renewed need for meditation” so typical of our times.
Peace and the family: these are for Pope John Paul II, two specific areas in which the prayer of the Rosary proves itself capable of “making up hope in a brighter future”.  “The Rosary is a prayer oriented by its very nature towards peace”, writes John Paul II in his apostolic letter of 2002, “and also by the fruits of charity it produces”, among which the “desire to welcome, defend and promote life, taking on the suffering of children all over the world”; to bear witness to the beatitudes in everyday life”; to “be the ‘Simon of Cyrene’ in every brother overcome by pain or crushed by desperation”.  In short, to be “builders of peace in the world” and to “hope that, even today, such a difficult ‘battle’ as the one for peace can be won”.  Another critical aspect of our times, for which John Paul II asks for an additional commitment, is that of the family.  The re-launching of the Rosary in Christian families, in the broader pastoral framework of the family, can constitute, according to the Pope, an excellent occasion to:
Nurture family prayer, so important even today.
Entrust the itinerary of growth of the children to the prayer of the Rosary.
Help parents to fill in the cultural generation gap.
Rediscover the value of silence.
Promote being together and communicating in prayer, among the different member of the family.  


Edward (Ted) Toal RIP
1916 - 2010

T
welve months ago, on April 9th 2010, we lost a dear friend and brother in the person of Brother Ted Toal.  In Brother Ted’s memory we are pleased to give a brief account of his life, which was not published at the time.
Born in Monaghan 1916. His father James was a Senator in the Irish parliament. [image: Ted Toal]Ted served in the RAF police during the Second World War gathering in all the deserters in his capacity as an officer in the military police. 
After the war he joined the British Transport police and continued his surveillance duties. He then joined the CID keeping a check on road tax and parking violators.
He has one son and two daughters and eight grand daughters. Ted joined the Knights of St Columba in January 1959 as a member of Council 163, which at the time was known as Elthorne Council and latterly was renamed as Hanwell. He was elected Grand Knight of his Council for 1979-81 and received his Golden Jubilarian award in March 2009.

Brother Ted died on Friday 9th April 2010. His body was received into St Benedict’s Abbey on Tuesday 13th April when Requiem Mass was concelebrated by his two brothers-in-law.

Our prayers and condolences continue to go out to his wife Josephine, her son and two daughters and eight grand children.

Bro Dick McCluskie RIP
by Bro.

C
larence McCluskie - better known as Dick or Mac was born in Madras, India to Anglo-Indian parents, 87 years ago.  He was raised in the Catholic faith of his parents and remained a devout Catholic to the end of his life, passing to his reward on December 21st. 2010.  Dick dedicated much of his life to public service, firstly in the air force during the war, then in the police after the war.
At the age of 34, Dick sacrificed a very promising career in the police force to bring his family - his wife Joan, son Peter and mother-in-law Agnes to England to start a new life and, in particular so that Peter - who had just started primary school - could have a better education and future. 
After an interlude in the motor industry, Dick joined the civil service where he worked until his retirement in 1988. Upon his retirement he became a Knight of St Columba and as Brother Dick served for a time as Chancellor of his local council in Ruislip, 330. For many years he was also an active member of the choir at The Most Sacred Heart Church in Ruislip. Dick was always, despite his advancing years, a truly dependable helper at whatever Knights’ function was going on, putting out and retrieving chairs and tables at a rate which would put a much younger man to shame. Whatever was going on, he was there, the first volunteer. He had the daunting task of succeeding, as Council 330 Chancellor, the legendary late Bro. Arthur Sudbury. The Councils’ welfare needs were in totally safe hands, however, as Dick consistently fulfilled the role with dedication, care, and gentle humour. He is also fondly remembered by the Knights’ Ladies of Province 30, at our Dinner Dances and other social occasions, as an elegant ballroom dancer who took pleasure in ensuring that the number of “wallflowers” was kept to the absolute minimum. Although he showed the dancing skills of most of us up to be far from adequate, he was never the less than impeccably polite, asking the lady’s husband or escort if he may ask her to dance: the niceties were always observed! 
Sadly, in 1992 his beloved wife Joan died but he found the strength to carry on, pursuing all his activities and living an independent and active life.  A couple of years ago, Dick's health deteriorated and he entered Erskine Hall nursing home where he was a popular and well-liked resident.

Dick's life can be characterised very simply:  he always put others before himself and truly put into practice the well-known Bible quote:  "Do unto others as you would have them do unto you."
Following a committal at Breakspeare Crematorium on 4th January 2011, all his friends in the Knights, SVP, Parish choir and members of the Church of the Most Sacred Heart, Ruislip had another opportunity to say goodbye, at an evening Mass for the repose of his soul on the 9th. February. 
Both services were conducted by the Council Chaplain, Fr. Duncan Adamson, and the Mass was attended by Officers and Brothers from the Province. The Mass immediately preceded the February Council meeting, and a memorable phrase from Fr. Duncan’s’ address was that “Dick will now be reunited with other late Brothers of the Council, and perhaps there will be two Council Meetings going on tonight”. What a wonderful thought.
Dick was a gentle, peaceful and unassuming man whose life was one of service, goodness and devotion to Our Lord. Dick will be sadly missed by his family and friends but we rejoice in, are grateful for and salute an exemplary life.

- Friends of Michael Sobell House

T
he Friends of Michael Sobell House support Michael Sobell House in providing a centre of excellence for specialist palliative care services enhancing, without discrimination, the care of patients with life limiting illness and support for their families and carers. 
Funding from charitable sources must reach an annual target of £1,200,000 to maintain patient care. 
Many services at Michael Sobell House would not exist without Fundraising and Voluntary contributions from individuals, community groups, companies, charitable trusts and legacies.

What is Michael Sobell House?
Michael Sobell House, situated on the Mount Vernon Hospital complex in Northwood, is set in beautiful countryside on the borders of Middlesex and Hertfordshire. 
The Unit was opened in 1977 following a local fundraising campaign. The principal benefactor was Sir Michael Sobell, pioneer manufacturer of radio and television who donated £250,000 with the stipulation that it should be built on crown land and administered by the National Health Service. 
Almost immediately ‘The Friends’ were formed to support the work of the Unit, and following a second appeal in 1983 a Day Centre was added.
Michael Sobell House has a focus of improving quality of life for patients by providing relief from pain and distressing symptoms. Patients may be admitted for symptom management, rehabilitation, respite care at any time, or care in the last few days of their life.
Today, the 16-bed in-patient unit has a team of dedicated staff that acknowledges the uniqueness of individuals, respects their autonomy and supports the decisions they make.
The unit embraces a philosophy that is compatible with hospice care and is supported by a multidisciplinary team of doctors, nurses, chaplains, social workers, counsellors, physiotherapists, occupational and complementary therapists, housekeepers and administration staff.
What is MSH - Types of Care  
The team at Michael Sobell House has been providing specialist palliative care since it's inception, embracing a philosophy that is compatible with hospice care. A multidisciplinary team of doctors, nurses, chaplains, social workers, counsellors, physiotherapists, occupational 
therapists, complementary therapists, housekeepers and administration staff support the unit. The unit has a focus on improving quality of life for patients by providing relief from distressing symptoms. Patients may be admitted for symptom management, rehabilitation, respite or care in the last days of life.
Palliative Day Centre 
The aim of the Day Centre is to create a safe, supportive and open environment where individuals are encouraged to maintain their independence. The centre can provide advice on symptom control, counselling, complementary therapies, creative arts, crafts and outdoor activities. A number of clinical procedures are also undertaken within the Day Centre
Occupational Therapy and Physiotherapy 
Whether attending as an inpatient or as an outpatient both Occupational Therapy (OT) and Physiotherapy (PT) are available at Michael Sobell House. Each patient's mobility and functional difficulties can be assessed and as a result any walking equipment, such as sticks, frames or wheelchairs, can be supplied. Working together as part of the team, OT's and physiotherapists assist people to achieve their own goal in a holistic manner supporting them to live safely, independently, and with dignity. 
Bereavement 
Our team of Bereavement Counsellors supports the families and friends of patients who died whilst under the care of Michael Sobell House. Their aim is to help by listening; allowing expression of feeling and making sense of whatever the grieving person is experiencing. This support can be provided either at Michael Sobell House or home visits, if necessary.
