6th May 1913 - 21st December 2008 

A tribute from Ruislip Council 330  

 

rother Noel was born in India and educated, 

from the age of eight at a Catholic boarding 

school in the Himalayas. He completed his 

education at a Jesuit school to the age of eighteen. 

Although his family were Doctors, Noel chose 

engineering as a career.  

He left India in 1932 for the UK, where he worked 

in Derby for Rolls Royce. He completed his HNC and 

later became a Member of the Institute of Mechanical 

and Electrical Engineers and a Fellow of the Institute 

of Mechanical Engineers.  

In 1940 he married Joan and left for India, where 

Noel became a 2nd Lt in the Indian army serving in 

India, Iraq and Japan attaining the rank of Colonel. 

Noel always looked back with affection on his army 

experience, and in his later years when asked how he 

was he would say he was “soldiering on”.  

Noel and Joan returned to England in 1965 and 

settled in Ruislip where he worked for Taylor 

Woodrow. He became an active member of the 

Sacred Heart Parish where he joined Council 330 

Ruislip of the Knights of St Columba. He was a 

founder member of the Squires (Junior section of the 

Knights) and in 1936 became a full Knight of St 

Columba. 

Noel was a great supporter of Catholic education; 

he was a Foundation Governor at Douay Martyrs 

School, and he and Joan supported most school 

events. The school’s development owed a great deal 

to his loyalty and commitment over many years and 

his reward was receiving the Papal honour of Knight 

of St Gregory. 

In 1988 Brother Noel received his Golden 

Jubilarian Medal for 50 years service to the Knights of 

St Columba. 

Brother Noel Hendricks was a good Christian, 

Husband, Soldier, Engineer, Father, Grandfather, 

Great grandfather—and lover of cricket; He simply 

was a Gentleman:

Provincial Project 2008/9 

A report from Bro John O’Brien – GK Cl 295,  
the proposing Council for the project. 

 

 

“CHC is a Community Resource Centre.  We hope 
that we can make a positive difference to the lives of 
those who come to us seeking training, advice or 
support.  We aim for a service of excellence.  This can 
only be achieved if we work together with our 
customers to resolve issues.” 

An extract from the CNC Service information brochure. 
 

CHC was established in 1983 and was initially set 
up to meet the needs of the single homeless and has 
now expanded its services to meet the needs of all 
vulnerable persons in the area.  It has recently moved 
back to its original site and currently accommodates a 
new purpose built resource centre, which was 
officially opened in November 2008 by Mary 
McAleese, President of Ireland.   

B 
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Funds were successfully raised to buy and knock 
down the original premises and build this excellent 
amenity.  Most of the funds came from the Borough of 
Brent, local businesses and construction firms.  It is 
hoped that the CNC Community Resource Centre can 
make a positive difference to the lives of those who 
come to them seeking training, advice and support.  It 
aims for a service of excellence, which can only be 
achieved if they can work together with customers to 
resolve issues.   

Some of the services offered are alcohol and 
drugs - help and advice, Housing advice and 
Resettlement help, Capacity Building, Practical 
services, Street Outreach Service, Welfare Benefits 
and Employment Advice also Health Services.   

There is now a football team being run for the 
homeless and disadvantaged youngsters in the area 
where they train and play regularly, which keeps them 
off the streets and away from drugs.  As I write this I 
have just received a note to tell me that they had won 
their last game by three goals.   

The following is a letter I have recently received 
from Charlotte Curran, Housing Director for CNC, 
which shows part of the work they are involved in.  
CNC are always looking for volunteers for the many 
aspects of their work.  Anybody interested please

Dear John, 
 
The weather has really put us on our toes.  Dealing 
with people sleeping on the streets causes so much 
anxiety amongst our workers when we have adverse 
weather conditions.  Snow of course brings ultimate 
fear.  We thankfully succeeded to work in partnership 
with local churches who opened their doors to rough 
sleepers in January. Without their support and 
involvement we could have been in a very difficult 
position. It is quite remarkable what a group of people 
can achieve.   

The shelter is run by volunteers from the churches 
who attend every night providing food, warmth and a 
chat to our rough sleepers.  There are seven 
churches involved and they are providing a blow up 
bed, sleeping bag and pillows and their church to stay 

in at night.  They rotate it a different church for one 
night per week and it is the most fabulous service 
offered. 

Your group are doing the exact same thing but in a 
different way.  You are recognising how difficult it is to 
be a homeless person and reaching out to them 
demonstrates to them that they are not invisible and 
are not alone.  You have chosen to support them by 
offering CHC financial support to operate our advice 
and support services.  Without people like you we 
could not exist so a huge thank you to all again.

Vision Aid Overseas 
Helping the world to see 

 

ision Aid Overseas is the name of the new 
National Action Project for 2009/2010. The 
project will be given the seal of approval at the 

Supreme Council meeting in October, and it will be a 
two year project aimed at collecting second hand 
prescription spectacles which will be refurbished and 
recycled for a second lease of life.  

These will be sent to the third world and given out 
to those less fortunate than us, who need, but cannot 
afford new spectacles. 

For those in the developing world with poor vision, 
it is virtually impossible to gain access to education 
and employment. Many such people find daily living 
difficult and dangerous. 

However, with the correct 
spectacles people can learn, 
work and achieve a quality of 
life otherwise completely out of their reach. 

When Vision Aid Overseas was formed it began its 
work by running direct service clinics. Optometrists 
would travel to poor areas of Africa and set up their 
clinics to test people’s eyes and dispense spectacles. 
This is an extremely effective way of reaching people 
who desperately need spectacles to live an ordinary 
life. 

Many organisations like ours collect glasses on 
behalf of VAO. The spectacles are then carefully

sorted and passed to one of the 8 prisons in the UK, 
which help to clean and grade them before packing 
them for transport overseas.  VAO provides optical 
instruments, packaging and training to ensure this 
process runs smoothly.
